Marathon
Sunday 19 March 2006 
9.30am (Women) and 10.15am (Men) on the same course

Your property is located on or near the course for the  
Melbourne 2006 Commonwealth Games Marathon,  
which will be held on Sunday 19 March.

Event details
The 42.195km Marathon course passes through East Melbourne, 
Carlton, Parkville, the CBD, Melbourne Docklands, South Melbourne, 
St Kilda and Port Melbourne.

Please make sure you have made all the necessary arrangements 
for this day.

Need to know 
•  You are not permitted to park or drive on roads that make  

up the Marathon course during set up or competition. 

•  Roads will start to close from early morning on Sunday  
19 March, with most closed by 5am.

•  Once the roads are closed no cars will be able to access 
properties on these roads. Cars left on the course will be 
towed away and you will be fined. 

•  No Stopping – Tow-Away restrictions will be installed on roads 
that make up the Marathon course, and some areas nearby, 
BEFORE the advertised start of road closures. Please check 
carefully for any parking restriction signs in your street on  
the weekend of the Marathon.

•  If you live on the Marathon course, on a road which will be 
closed on 19 March, or in an area where vehicle access will  
be restricted, and you need to use your vehicle, you will need 
to park outside the restricted area or use public transport.

•  There will be limited vehicle access across the Marathon 
course at controlled vehicle crossings (see map), however 
long delays of up to an hour or more are expected when 
athletes are nearby. 

•  Pedestrians will be able to cross the Marathon course at 
managed pedestrian crossings (see map) or where there are 
breaks in the tape barrier, under the direction of Games staff.

•  Emergency service access to all properties will be maintained 
at all times.

•  Extensive traffic changes will occur and tram and bus services 
will be disrupted. Train services will not be disrupted. 

•  Commercial car parks in the CBD on the Marathon course  
will be inaccessible for the duration of the road closures.

•  Those wishing to visit the CBD on Sunday 19 March are 
advised to walk or take public transport to the City and  
allow for long travel delays.

•  Roads will be re-opened in sections as soon as possible after 
the last athlete has passed and equipment is removed.

•  The Marathon is a free event* and is expected to be popular 
with spectators.

 *  Except for the start and finish of the Marathon which take place  

inside the MCG.

What you can expect to see 
•  In the lead up to the event, infrastructure will be installed  

on and near the course, including parking restriction signs, 
tape barriers, timing equipment, broadcast platforms and 
Melbourne 2006 Commonwealth Games signs. This 
equipment will be removed as quickly as possible  
once the athletes have passed. 

•  During the event you can expect to see some of the 
Commonwealth’s elite athletes along with lead vehicles, 
athlete support vehicles, motorcycles assisting with the 
television broadcast, police escorts, race officials, race 
marshalls, volunteers, spectators and security staff.

•  Large crowds of spectators are expected to congregate  
in some areas, including Southbank Promenade, Yarra 
Promenade, Melbourne Docklands, Birrarung Marr  
and at Live Sites around the City. Printed on recycled paper.

CONTROLLED VEHICLE CROSSING POINTS
Traffic will have limited access across the Marathon course at the 
following controlled crossing points. In the lead-up to and during 
the event, long delays of up to an hour or more can be expected 
at crossing points when athletes are nearby. Crossing points will 
be opened and closed at the discretion of Victoria Police in 
consultation with Games officials.

•  Wellington Parade over Clarendon Street (East Melbourne) 

• Nicholson Street over Albert Street

• King Street over Flinders Street 

• Victoria Parade over Lygon Street

• Toorak Road – Kings Way over St Kilda Road 

• Victoria Parade near Spring Street

• Canterbury Road – Grey Street over Fitzroy Street 

• Elizabeth Street over La Trobe Street

• King Street over La Trobe Street 

• Ingles Street over Crockford Street

•  Normanby Road – Whiteman Street over Clarendon Street  
(South Melbourne)

• William Street over La Trobe Street

WHAT ELSE IS HAPPENING ON 19 MARCH? 
Spectators will also be travelling to other Melbourne 2006 
Commonwealth Games events on Sunday 19 March, including:

• Athletics at the MCG where the Marathon will start and finish

•  Badminton, Boxing and Weightlifting at Melbourne  
Exhibition Centre 

• Track Cycling at the Multi-Purpose Venue (Melbourne Park)

• Hockey and Netball at the State Netball Hockey Centre

•  Swimming, Synchronised Swimming, Squash and Table Tennis  
at the Melbourne Sports and Aquatic Centre 

• Lawn Bowls at the State Lawn Bowls Centre, Darebin

•  Shooting (Pistol and Small Bore) at the Melbourne International 
Shooting Club, Port Melbourne

•  Free Festival Melbourne2006 events in and around the City, 
which will continue until late evening.

Pedestrians
MANAGED PEDESTRIAN CROSSING POINTS
Pedestrians will be able to cross the course during competition  
at designated managed pedestrian crossing points or at the 
direction of Games staff or police. Expect delays when athletes  
are nearby.

CROSSING AT GAPS IN TAPE
Gaps will be provided in the course barricade tape at regular 
intervals and at tram stops to allow local pedestrian access. 
Please cross with care at the direction of Games staff. Crossing 
will not be permitted while the athletes and the vehicle convoy 
are nearby.

Trams and buses
During the morning of the Marathon, tram services will be 
disrupted and will not run through some parts of the CBD. 
Arrangements are as follows:

•  tram routes that run along Swanston Street will  
terminate at Elgin Street from the north and at  
the Arts Centre from the south 

•  there will be no trams along La Trobe Street during the 
morning with the number 86 tram terminating at the corner  
of Spencer Street and Lonsdale Street  

•  the number 48, 70 and 75 trams running along Flinders Street 
will terminate at Swanston Street

• the 35 City Circle tram will not run until the event is finished.

Other trams that pass through the City will continue to do so, 
however they will be subject to controlled crossing of the 
Marathon course which may result in long delays. 

Bus services that cross the Marathon course will also be 
disrupted or diverted.

Note: controlled vehicle crossing points are intersections where traffic is able to 
cross the Marathon course when runners are not nearby, under the direction of 
Victoria Police in consultation with Games officials.

ROAD CLOSURES
 Sections of the following roads will be closed for part of the day 
on Sunday 19 March 2006.  It is expected that roads will start to 
be closed from early morning on Sunday 19 March with the vast 
majority of the course closed prior to 5am.

OTHER TRAFFIC CHANGES
Royal Parade

■  south bound service lane closed south of Gatehouse Street 
– it forms part of the course

■   centre carriageway (north and south) between Flemington 
Road and Gatehouse Street will be closed for a short time 
(approximately one hour) when runners are in the vicinity

■ north bound service lane will be open at all times

■ tram operation will continue unhindered

Cemetery Road

■ will remain open but will be restricted to one lane in each direction

St Kilda Road

■  north bound service road closed between Flinders Street 
and St Kilda Junction – it forms part of the course

■   south bound service lane closed between Flinders Street 
and Domain Road only

■  centre carriageway closed between Flinders Street and 
St Kilda Junction

■  tram operation will continue unhindered

Swan Street Bridge/Alexandra Avenue

■ will be closed around 9.00am
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
